0 And if anyone wants to sue you and take your shirt, hand over your coat as well. ** If anyone
forces you to go one mile, go with them two miles. ** Give to the one who asks you, and do not
turn away from the one who wants to borrow from you.

3 “You have heard that it was said, ‘Love your neighbor and hate your enemy.”** But | tell you,
love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, ** that you may be children of your
Father in heaven. He causes his sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sends rain on the
righteous and the unrighteous. “° If you love those who love you, what reward will you get? Are
not even the tax collectors doing that? *’ And if you greet only your own people, what are you
doing more than others? Do not even pagans do that? “® Be perfect, therefore, as your
heavenly Father is perfect.

What Jesus Did Mean
Mark 14:53-65

priest. There he sat with the guards and warmed himself at the fire.

> The chief priests and the whole Sanhedrin were looking for evidence against Jesus so that
they could put him to death, but they did not find any. °® Many testified falsely against him, but
their statements did not agree.

" Then some stood up and gave this false testimony against him: *® “We heard him say, 1 will
destroy this temple made with human hands and in three days will build another, not made
with hands.”*° Yet even then their testimony did not agree.

% Then the high priest stood up before them and asked Jesus, “Are you not going to answer?
