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lll. We are free in the family: Adopted! Vs 14-17

o Roman Adoption — Patria potestas — absolute control of the father for the life of the child
= Mancipato — ceremonial breaking of patria potestas from former father
= Vindicato — transfer of patria potestas to new father

o Consequences of adoption
= All rights in the former family removed
= All debts of former family removed
= All rights of new family given
= Inheritance established as a son in the new family
= Proceedings witnessed by 7 witnesses in case legitimacy is questioned.
