2% Do not let any unwholesome talk come out of your mouths, but only what is helpful for building others up according to
their needs, that it may benefit those who listen. Ephesians 4:29

Our words are powerful. We can cause destruction to relationships by saying or not saying things.

5 Likewise, the tongue is a small part of the body, but it makes great boasts. Consider what a great forest is set on fire by a
small spark. ® The tongue also is a fire, a world of evil among the parts of the body. It corrupts the whole body, sets the
whole course of one’s life on fire, and is itself set on fire by hell. James 3:5-6

Your words reveal your heart.
45 A good man brings good things out of the good stored up in his heart, and an evil man brings evil things out of the evil
stored up in his heart. For the mouth speaks what the heart is full of. Luke 6:45

How do we speak to build each other up?

Speak with Grace. ©Let your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how to
answer everyone. Colossians 4:6

giving up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but encouraging one another... Hebrews 10:24-25

Speak Truth. % Therefore each of you must put off falsehood and speak truthfully to your neighbor... Ephesians 4:25

4. Let love lead your words.
