When the disciples heard this, they were greatly astonished and asked, “Who then 
can be saved?” Jesus looked at them and said, “With man this is impossible, but with God all things are possi-
ble.””

4. Beware of People vs Beware of Principalities and Powers

dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.”  Eph. 6:12 

“Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather, be afraid of the One who can destroy both soul 
and body in hell.”  Mt. 10:28 
 

• Are there people or people groups that you hate? 

• Do you ever feel if this person or this group of people were gone, the world would be a better place?
